Inspection Process:

Team lead and another volunteer collect Green Sheet information from homeowner

Have homeowner sign waiver

Inspect house for volunteer readiness and prioritization

Priority 1 = Elderly, disabled, single parents, etc.

Concerns to look for

· Buckled or broken basement walls and foundation

· Standing water

· Soft flooring

· Large quantities of hazardous substances like fuel oil, gasoline, propane, etc.

If concerns are found, do not work on home and report concerns to volunteer center

Observe any special concerns of homeowners such as health problems, severe depression, special needs for recovery and report these back to the volunteer center

Anything that appears to be an emergency, call 911 directly.

Cleaning Process:

Work crews should remove anything that has come in contact with flood water. This may require gentle guidance of the homeowner.

Items to remove include belongings, carpet, drywall, and insulation, but not framing material (studs).

Only waterlogged drywall should be removed. Dry materials should be left to minimize rebuilding needed.

Material removed should be separated into piles on the curb:

· Building materials (Wood)

· Soft and Wet (Carpet, bedding, upholstered furniture)

· Food and other high odor materials

· Hazardous materials like paint, propane, gasoline, etc.
